
AP Literature Summer Assignment Directions
To expose students to the themes of Modern Literature’s first semester and to better measure
students’ preparedness for AP testing, students are now required to read George Orwell’s Animal
Farm while journaling or annotating.

Students can choose to either:
1. Read Animal Farm over the Summer. Annotations or a section-by-section journal will

serve as evidence of completion.

Or

2. Read Animal Farm during the first three weeks of school. Annotations or a
section-by-section journal will serve as evidence of completion.

The baseline test will feature an excerpt from the text along with an AP-style prompt.

Students are highly encouraged to take advantage of their time during the Summer to read and
annotate the text.
